Dear Sirs:

The purpose of this letter is to provide an update for both of you and to appeal for some real and concrete assistance. 

It has now been two years since we were forced to move out of our house because of an environmental problem that caused illness and cancer.  For all this time, we have been living in temporary mobile home accommodation.  We have had to pay for the maintenance and expenses of two homes and additional expense of travelling between both.  We have spent a great deal of time and money on equipment, electricians and consultants to find a remedy that would make our home liveable again.  These factors and the complete lack of government help have been very unpleasant. 

About four weeks ago, we arranged for Hydro One to completely remove all electrical connections from their distribution system to our house.  We were completely without power for a period of three days.  During this time, tests and measurements were taken inside and around our home.  With no electricity and no connections to our house, we measured six volts of A/C electricity from our kitchen sink to the furnace air grate on the kitchen floor.  This electricity also carried powerful radio frequencies, which are extremely dangerous.  This stray voltage or ground current electricity is caused by Hydro One Networks and only they can stop it.  Research has shown that the voltage found in our home is hundreds of times higher than the levels of voltage known to cause cell damage related to cancer.  

During the summer, we engaged independent consultants who specialize in measuring electromagnetic radiation and radio frequencies, to further evaluate the environmental problems affecting our home.  The consultants were very experienced and they possessed a large quantity of valuable technical detection equipment.  They measured very high amounts of electromagnetic, radiofrequency energy around the house and found that it was particularly bad in the bedrooms, where pulsed microwave frequencies were found to be at dangerously high levels.  The symptoms that I suffered when still living at our home are consistent with the known symptoms of radio-wave and microwave sickness.  This overexposure to electromagnetic radiation is obviously what made me very sick when I was still living at the house.  These illnesses were first identified in people who worked in the radar, radio and television industries, and who had been over-exposed to high levels of radio-frequency electromagnetic energy. 

There are two clear environmental problems affecting our house that we cannot solve:

1. Ground current electricity carrying dangerous high frequencies from Hydro One.

2. Excessive and dangerous levels of pulsed microwave radiation and other high frequencies from broadcasting antennas.

These environmental problems are regulated and controlled by the Provincial Government of Ontario and the Federal Government of Canada, yet I cannot find a government agency or Ministry to provide any assistance.  The federal government agency that regulates the wireless and broadcasting industry has even refused to take measurements inside my home.  The question that you and your governments should be asking is “Why is this occurring in the homes of ordinary Canadian citizens with no wireless devices or electrical service?” 

Outside of our home, the background radio-frequency levels are relatively low, yet inside our house the levels are thousands of percentage points higher.  This increase in radio-frequency levels has made our house a dangerous place to live.  This is of no fault of our own.  The electrical wiring system inside our house was updated in recent years and has been inspected by several qualified electricians and electrical specialists.  

You should also be asking yourselves, “How widespread is this problem?”  We know that our environmental problem is not unique.  Recently, I attended another home in the Township of Blandford-Blenheim where radio frequency levels similar to our own were found.  The family that occupies that house has suffered many very serious illnesses including three miscarriages; a death from blood related cancer, and a case of melanoma.  A young child cannot sleep in his own room where extremely high levels of radio frequencies were located.  In the past, the cows on the farm could not become pregnant, and they suffered much sickness and would not produce milk.  How many other families are being harmed? 

We have provided you both with information and research articles that indicate that the citizens of Oxford County, Ontario and Canada are in danger from electro magnetic radiation, yet we have not received the assistance that we should be getting.  Mr. Hardeman, you discussed our environmental problem with us and you helped by getting some information from Hydro One.  But, when a Senior Vice President of Hydro One provided you with completely false information about our electrical consultants, you apparently did nothing.  The deliberate deception of a Member of Provincial Parliament by a senior Hydro One executive should have caused serious concern about that person’s motives and should probably have prompted a police investigation.  

At present, your constituency office and hundreds of people who live and work nearby are being harmed by dangerously high levels of radiation from the Rogers cell phone mast that has recently been installed across the street from your office building.  I have provided you with considerable information that shows how dangerous theses electromagnetic radiation emissions are.  Do you not understand the danger?  Are you not concerned about your staff, your neighbours, and your constituents, even after being provided with research that shows cancer and ill health surrounds many cell phone masts?  I do not expect you to simply believe what I am telling you, but if you do not read the available research that confirms these facts, you are acting irresponsibly!

Mr. McKenzie, you have not found the time to meet or discuss this matter with us, even though we have approached you personally, attended your office on two occasions and have made phone calls to your office to request a meeting.  We provided you with several important documents two years ago and I have sent many other reports and information by e-mail about the health dangers of electromagnetic radiation.  I can only describe your lack of help, interest and understanding as being worthless, a disgrace to the Canadian Parliament and a danger to the Canadian public.

We would like to know your ideas and proposals to solve the environmental hazards that are affecting our home.  We are asking that this environmental problem be resolved so that we can be safe in our home again.  You are our elected officials and you should be providing help.  If you are not willing or able to provide help, you should give up your elected positions and allow others with more concern and initiative to represent the citizens of Oxford County.
