Mobile Telephony Lunacy Part II - Studies confirms Electrosensitivity

Those who suffer from the invisible radiation, which others do not notice, are quickly branded as a psychiatric case and not taken seriously.  However, in the meantime there are increasing numbers of research studies that show that radiation, especially that from mobile telecommunications, can have harmful effects.  Dr. med. Hans–Christoph Scheiner, a doctor specializing in environmental medicine, explains in this interview why the proof of this can no longer be swept under the carpet and it must finally be recognized.  Also in Part II of this series, victims who suffer from the ubiquitous radiation tell how they try to cope with it against all odds.

 Dr Scheiner, you are doctor who specializes in Environmental Medicine and a Psychotherapist. What do you have to say about the phenomenon of electrosensitivity? Do we have an imaginary illness here, like for example an ‘anxiety neurosis’, or are there actual causal relationships?

Dr med Hans–Christoph Scheiner  [Dr med H-C S]

There are numerous causal relationships.  Very interesting research has recently been presented by Professor Olle Johansson from the Karolinska Institute in Sweden.  He and his team have examined histological samples of the skin from electro-sensitive people and they made the surprising discovery that, just under the upper surface of the skin, an unusual, enormous increase in the number of allergy cells, the so-called ‘mast cells’ could be found.  This was not found in people who were not electro-sensitive. And, these mast cells were characterized by a high content of inflammatory substances such as serotonin, histamine, trypsin etc.

The release of these inflammatory materials was demonstrated to be caused by high frequencies and cause, amongst other things, blood pressure decrease, tissue swelling and irritability

The discovery of these clearly increased levels of allergy cells is a scientific proof.  This is not the only proof, but it has contributed to electrosensitivity being recognized as a physical impairment in Sweden.

KT:  

Two years ago, there was a symposium in Munich held on the theme of ‘Mobile Telecommunications, Facts, Uses, Fears’. The organizers included TU München.  

Dr Prof Joachim Hagenauer said in his lecture that the fears about mobile base stations were exaggerated. The threshold value for the danger region of 6W/m2 was already reached at a distance of 1.8 metres.

The Government allows 22 metres for reaching this threshold,, which means that the operators are voluntarily applying lower levels than stipulated by the guidelines.  In addition to that, Hagenauer asserted that there is at present no scientific proof of any danger from mobile telecommunications.  From your point of view is that tenable? 

Dr med H-C S:  

When a scientist says things like that, he loses credibility because there are hundreds of authoritative, relevant scientific studies which verify the athermal effects of high frequencies like analogue television and radio and digital pulsed radar waves.  With regard to the mobile telecommunications area in 

particular, there are about eighty authoritative, relevant studies which clearly prove the danger and athermal effects of mobile telecommunications radiation.  

If someone gets carried away with the above mentioned remark, then these “qualified” experts, whether they are engineers, physicists or doctors, are only proclaiming their own ignorance and dyslexia. From a scientific point of view, it is a scandal!

KT:  

Prof. Dr. Jiri Silny mentioned at the same symposium a database in Aachen with over 7,000 entries. He came to the view that, on balance, individual cases that do prove a danger through mobile telecommunications are not reproducible. 
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KT:

Investigations which were carried out with regards to cancer risk, blood-brain barrier or sleep disturbances for example did not indicate a danger of harm.

Is this statement correct in your opinion? Are there really no proven cases of blood-brain barrier failure, sleep disturbances and increased cancer risk?

Dr med H-C S:

  It would be wonderful if these colleagues were correct. However, that is unfortunately not the case and one asks oneself what planet these people are living on and how they evaluate scientific studies.

The EEG-changes for example, which Prof. Lebrecht v. Klitzing demonstrated, had previously been repeatedly demonstrated in Russia and America.  And, they were also repeated, for example, at the University of Zürich by Professors Reto Hueber, Dr Alexander Bobély, Dr. Peter Achermann.

 By using the so-called PET-technology (Positron-Emission Tomography), a tomographic imaging procedure, it was possible to demonstrate by using radio-actively tagged substances, that mobile telephony causes, amongst other things, a clear change in the blood flow in the brain. 

Through radiation traumatisation (Trauma = injury), the brain develops an acidotic condition, that is acidosis. This study by Professor von Klitzing was also repeated by the ‘Bundesanstalt für Arbeitsschutz und Arbeitssicherheit’ and unequivocally proven.

Earlier research on the changes in EEG produced by high frequency had already been published by Prof William Bise from the USA in 1978, as well as by Prof. Gordon from St. Petersburg in the 1960’s. 

Also, the changes in the blood brain barrier, that were found by the Swedish Professors at the university of Lund, Leif Salford, Bertil Persson and Arne Brun in 1997, were in fact repeatedly demonstrated, both before and afterwards the Swedish study. For example, Allan Fry 1975, E.N. Alberts 1977 and 1978, K.T. Oscar and T.D. Hawkins 1977 had already clearly proven an increased permeability under the influence of high frequency fields. At the University of Lund alone, over 1,600 animals were examined over a period of over ten years. They were irradiated and then killed. From the examination of the brain tissues, the scientists have proven blood brain barrier failure, because they found albumin (large protein molecules), which normally are held back by the blood brain barrier.

The blood-brain barrier already fails the athermal region through normal mobile telephone use.

The breakdown of the blood-brain barrier under high frequency influences was also replicated by K. Fritze et al. in 1997 and A. Schirmacher et al!

Also, the effect of the Melatonin reduction under high frequency exposure is regularly replicated. Pioneering research in this field was done for example by Prof. J.B.  Bruch from San Diego and Prof. Dr Peter Semm from Frankfurt University.

Burch established that electric industry workers, who used a mobile phone as well, produced clearly less Melatonin at night and thereby showed a general immune weakness.

K.T:  

Many people complain that they feel unwell near mobile phone base stations. Can the causes be proven scientifically?

Dr med. H-C S:

  Yes, there are studies by Prof. Roger Santini, France and Prof. A. Enrique Navarro, Spain and others, which proved the symptoms of illness found within a radius of between 300-400 metres from mobile telephone transmitters as the  so-called microwave syndrome. This includes sleep disturbances, headaches, exhaustion, headaches, impaired concentration, tinnitus, heat sensations on the ears and many other effects.

Repeatedly verified is also the cancer danger from microwaves and mobile telecommunications radiation. The last highly interesting study originates from Naila, from the doctors Dr. Horst Eger, Klaus Uwe Hagen, Brigitt Lukas, Peter Vogel and Dr. Hartmut Voit.  They proved that, after 5-years exposure, there was a three-fold cancer incidence in residents who were living within a distance of 400 metres from a mobile base station!  

There also was a highly significant increased cancer incidence and a verified dose response relationship (the greater the radiation the greater the cancer) in the following cases: Sutra Tower in San Francisco, around TV and radio transmitters in North-Sydney, around masts in Great Britain (Sutton Coldfield), as well as the tower of Radio Vatican.

How Prof. Jiri Silny, or other professors want to explain these facts away is a mystery to me.
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Melatonin is a hormone, that is produced from serotonin in the pineal gland (epiphysis) a part of the mid-brain.   It controls the day- night-rhythms of the human body.

During the hours of darkness, the body changes the hormone serotonin into melatonin, which then produces a sleep promoting effect.  In order to produce melatonin and serotonin, the light must fall on the retina of the eyes. A melatonin level that is too low can cause sleep disturbances. The body produces less melatonin with increasing age.  There are, however numerous health promoting effects attributed to the ‘miracle hormone’.  

It lowers the cholesterol level and is considered to be the most powerful anti-oxidant for fighting free radicals.  It prevents cell damage, strengthens the immune system so that it is able to fight cancer cells and it prevents arteriosclerosis. It could be proven in various scientific studies that electromagnetic fields lower the melatonin level in humans.  

KT: 

The symptom profile for electro-sensitive people is very wide ranging.  That is why there is always the counter-argument that, recently, the mobile telecommunications seem to be responsible for all human illnesses.  Is it possible that such a multiple symptom profile can be put down to one cause?  Is that logically explicable?

Dr med H-C S: 

  Of course. There are indeed many mechanisms if one considers that the high frequencies promote the formation of free radicals, such as OH, H2O2, NO and O3 and others.

These free radicals attack the protein and genetic molecules and from this, various cell and organ malfunctions result.  And this also includes premature ageing processes and increased cancer risk.

  A further mechanism is the reduction of the most important sleep hormone melatonin. We have proved in many cases that neighbours of mobile telecommunications transmitters clearly produce less melatonin after the installation and operation of the transmitters.

It can be proved that mobile communications cause a definite change in the blood circulation to the brain.  And, when one knows that the melatonin is at the same time the main central defense hormone, one does not wonder about anything any more.

  Melatonin reduces the blood pressure and the cholesterol level, its deficiency on the other hand increases the risk of arteriosclerosis and heart attacks. Furthermore, melatonin is responsible for the production of the stress hormones adrenalin and noradrenalin, as well as being responsible for the maturation of the white blood cells, the lymphocytes, needed for the immune system.

  In general, there is a multitude of illness producing mechanisms that explain the abundance of illnesses.

The clotting tendency of the blood under the influence of the mobile telephony radiation is interesting, it is characterized by the so-called ‘Rouleaux Formation’ or ‘coin-roll’ effect first described by Dr. Petersen, a doctor specializing in environmental medicine in Dűsseldorf.  A short mobile telephone call was sufficient to induce the red blood corpuscles to stick together.  It seems that they lose their negative surface charge,  become attracted to one another and form ‘Rouleaux Formations’, which are unable or hardly able to pass through the capillary system. The result is a clearly reduced capillary circulation.

Prof Kundi from the Environmental Hygiene Institute in University of Vienna has proven that a higher incidence of circulatory illnesses, hypertension, heart attacks, strokes occurs in the proximity of mobile phone base stations. 

If we consider in addition the blood-brain barrier, the impairment of cognitive abilities and especially the genetic damage, the so-called genotoxicity, which –in addition to many earlier studies has now been clearly proven by the Reflex Study 2003 by Prof . Franz Adlkofer, then it is unsurprising that indeed mobile telecommunications have contributed to the drastically increased general illness rate to a shocking extent!

KT:  What you are saying is shocking. If so many scientific studies are available which prove the danger of the mobile telephony, why has the government not taken action and outlawed this technology, or at least greatly restricted it? And why are so many scientists still unaware of these studies?

Dr med H-C S:  That is certainly the biggest environmental scandal of the outgoing twentieth and ongoing twenty-first century, which will dwarf any other environmental scandal in the past.

If we look back at the past scandals

Such as Lindane, Dioxin, PCP, Asbestos etc. It took decades until the harmful effects of these substances could no longer be denied by the government.

That is why we must strive to push forward education about this issue in order to ensure that the rates of neuro-degenerative disease, especially amongst young people, may somehow remain limited.  Otherwise, we must prepare ourselves for a large number of young Alzheimer’s patients, of MS and Parkinson’s patients and early debilitated citizens.

KT:  Dr Scheiner, thank you very much for the interview.

CASE STUDIES

Case Study 1

Veronika ‘S’.

50 years, Baden-Baden

Occupation: Advertising Assistant, worked since age 15 and was always healthy.
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The first health problems began several months after moving to a new building (opposite several transmitter masts). In the meantime, she has become highly electro-sensitive and remaining amongst people with mobile telephones is a martyrdom.

I have worked for almost 24 years with the same firm, until February 2001, as a healthy person without symptoms.  It was only after the move into a new building, opposite which several transmitters were installed and the firm was equipped with cordless telephones, that I first experienced problems. The pains and health problems began several months later. At first, I had no idea where my symptoms came from, my doctor also found no cause. I still enjoyed the work, especially since the new building was very nice, and there was no reason for psychosomatic complaints.

But then I read in the newspaper a report about electrosensitivity as a result of radiation from mobile telephony transmitters. The report exactly described my symptoms.  Only after that, I discovered the transmitter close nearby and I became aware of our transmitter for the cordless telephones [DECT standard].

Through this report I found the addresses of doctors who deal with electrosensitivity. Several doctors diagnosed independently from one another found out that I suffer from electrosensitivity.

This expresses itself as follows:

Very strong burning on the head, neck and along the vertebral column , on the breast, back [as if someone were pouring boiling water]

● Severe pain in my jaw although all teeth are sound

● By now also tingling in the legs

● Severe headaches and concentration problems and the already described symptoms like palpitations.

● Weakness, I feel as if I have lead in my bones

● At times, I have also breathlessness and coughing attacks.

But all the complaints only occur in the proximity of transmitters or cordless telephones. Even if I do not see them, I can feel them.

These pains arise because of electromagnetic radiation caused by the mobile telecommunications base stations in the area and cordless telephones in the office. Because of this, I am receiving treatment from two different doctors and I have already attended a special clinic for environmental illnesses. 

All are able to confirm this electrosensitivity. I could hardly work for pains and I have therefore finished my work.

In the meantime, my immune system/ defence against tumours has been reduced by 2/3 because of the mobile telecommunications 
radiation, lumps have formed on my

thyroid gland. Also, there has been a skin change on my face, just where the telephone was placed when using the telephone. 

The dermatologist says that it is a pre-cancerous condition.

Defenseless against mobile communication

The employer refused the installation of safety devices or a protective wallpaper even though I offered to pay for it myself . I must continue to work because of financial reasons.  According to the law, I cannot retire until the age of 65 years.  I worked since the age of 15 years without an employment break.  I enjoy my job [advertising assistant] and I would like to continue to doing it, but without daily martyrdom. 

My employer has offered me a 

Termination Agreement, which I have accepted out of necessity.  At the age of 50 years, I am hardly likely to find a new job, but I need the money.  I already have more than two files filled with job applications and refusals, although I have good references.

In the meantime, transmitter masts have been installed near to my flat, so that I must also look for another flat. But the move into another flat has, unfortunately, also not been beneficial.  I spent a night there on a ‘trial sleep’, but, unfortunately, it was at the weekend.  The exposure was tolerable at that time.  But by the third day the pains were already beginning there when in the flat.  UMTS has just been introduced.  That means that I must again look for another flat., more expenses…. I do not know whether I will be able to find a flat in which I will be pain-free.  There are hardly any places without mobile telecommunications or flats without cordless telephones in the immediate neighbourhood.  The DECT telephones transmit through the walls within a radius of more than 100 meters.  In addition to that, there are baby alarms, wireless emergency devices for the elderly etc.  It is just as difficult to find a new job.  When I apply to a firm, I am immediately placed in the back row.  Apart from which, there is scarcely a firm that does not have cordless telephones, mobile phones and wireless data-transfer between PCs.

I suffer everywhere, I only feel better when I am in the woods.

During long telephone calls using landline telephones, I feel a strong burning sensation on my neck and my whole head hurts.  The same thing happens in the department stores, the powerful halogen lamps and anti-theft devices are hell for me.  It is true that the bell-tone is generally switched off but I sense the radiation nevertheless..

There are very large mobile telecommunications transmitters alongside the railway tracks and motorways. I can detect them before I can see them.  If the transmitter is in front of us then I have breast pains, if it is behind us then I have pains in my back and the back of the head.  So, even a day-trip is a torment.  

And when in the flat, the DECT telephones belonging to the landlord and the neighbours ensure that that I cannot be free from pain there either.  And, although I paid Euros 1,000 for a protective canopy over the bed, I am tormented by pains even there, my husband also sleeps badly. So, you see that my sensitivity is a very troublesome ‘illness’.

Case Study 2:

Paul Gűnther

23 years, Műnchen

He works at present in the cellar of a firm in a radiation-free room as a system administrator. 

Gűnther is a technology fan.  At the age of 16 years he had founded a small company offering IT Services.  

In the Autumn, he wants to begin the business IT Course at the TU Műnchen [Technical University Munich].
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In October 2003, I moved to Munich because of the studying.  There, I moved into a flat in Fürstenried directly beneath a mobile telephony mast, as it later discovered. As soon as three weeks afterwards, I developed severe visual problems and concentration problems, my sensory perception and processing was blurred.  I could perceive only a small section of the visual field, everything else was unregistered.(tunnel vision). Also, I could hardly read anything. 

Driving a car was no longer possible, I had qualified a short while previously  for the training for the ADAC VW Lupo-Cup (a car race).  Participation in this competition on the race track was now no longer possible. 

Also the university course, which I wanted to begin in the winter semester, was impossible with my health problems at the time. I simply could not stand being in places with high radiation exposure, like at the TU Munich with its mobile telecommunications masts and W-Lan networks.

Search for the cause

It was a long path before I found out that my health symptoms were related to wireless communications equipment.  I have seen a plethora of doctors.. Nobody could find

anything.  Rather by coincidence I came to speak to a doctor about the transmitter on the roof.  

This doctor then spoke about the suspicion that my health problems 

could be related to mobile telephony.  

I started researching the issue on the internet. The symptoms which were portrayed there as symptoms of many of the victims as a consequence of electromagnetic radiation ( like that emitted from mobile telephony masts, W-Lan and cordless telephones ) matched with my symptom profile.

At the beginning, I was skeptical, I could not believe the whole thing. I then searched for an environmental medicine doctor, who has been treating me since September 2003. On his recommendation, I got rid of the cordless telephone (which until then was situated near the bed) and moved my sleeping place into the cellar. After two weeks, the symptoms had noticeably improved.  For me, this was a serious proof of the cause of my illness.  

Measurements were carried out in my flat by an engineering firm – the values were very high. According to the experiences of the building biologists, the measurements were alarming.  However , they were still within the legal limits. 

Incidentally, in the house there were many cancer cases, but most of the inhabitants were too old or lethargic to put up a fight.  In the meantime, I have moved into a shared- flat in Obermenzing, where there are no cordless telephones, and there are none in the neighbourhood, and there are no mobile telecommunications masts in the surrounding area. The radiation levels there are acceptable.

Understanding helps

At the time I worked for a software manufacturer as a system administrator. The people there understood my problems. My workplace is situated in the cellar. Anyway, there is no Wireless-Lan there for safety reasons. Almost all cordless phones have been removed, the remaining ones are switched off when I am near.

I am glad to have found such understanding colleagues.  Otherwise, I would be unable to work.  My mother, herself a doctor, was very surprised at the beginning.  But, since she regularly exchanges information with my environmental medicine doctor she now understands my problems.

I now seldom travel by car on the motorway on long journeys, this is because the motorways, with their high radiation exposure on every journey, clearly adversely affect my health.  Also, I find that traveling using public transport or busy streets is problematic, because of mobile telephone users.  I had to give up motor sport, previously my great passion.  

Limited Future

I really want to begin my course of business IT at the TU Műnchen (Munich) in the Winter semester 2005/2006, I have therefore already had an extensive correspondence with the equal rights representatives there, and others.

At the university, as a place of learning, the precautionary principle should be observed. Anyway cordless access in the lecture halls makes no sense if the students are going to be distracted from the lectures by surfing the internet.

For me, personal contact with fellow students is important, therefore long-distance study is not an option.  I am therefore going to buy myself a new type of protective suit which I can then wear when I try to study at the university.  The protective suit keeps out the radiation fairly well, in addition, there is a measuring instrument worn on the body that warns of excessive radiation levels.  It will certainly improve my situation until I have finished my studies

BMW has already introduced very low limits in its workplaces worldwide, these are also being monitored.  The University of Hanover has already paid attention to health tolerance and also set very low limits when planning their W-Lan.  The first complaints about W-Lan in buildings were made years ago in the USA.  I think that will become the accepted thing and that will create awareness of the problems associated with this technology. 
Case Study 3:

Ulrich Weiner

28 years old,

Augsburg,

Occupation: Communications Electrical-electronics Engineer

Ulrich Weiner was a once successful entrepreneur and he had his own firm with 20 employees. He had to spend hours on the telephone daily for business reasons.
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From 2001, his health collapsed. In the meantime he is highly electro-sensitive, he can only drive his car if wearing a protective suit and he sleeps under protective screening. Because of his bad health situation he had to give up his firm and dismiss his employees.  He now wants to create a recovery center for electro-sensitive people in the radiation free part in Saxony.  

From childhood I was an ‘electronics geek’.  At the age of 14 years I passed a test for amateur radio, at 15 years I helped at a

computer firm that sold and installed car phones. 

In 1993, I began an apprenticeship as a communications electronics technician with the subject area Telephony Technology. 

Whilst still an apprentice, I founded a firm with over 20 employees. 

I used telephones extensively because of my work for years on end, then in 1999, I developed concentration disturbances. The first time I thought that I had a cold. 

It was only in the course of time that I recognized that that there was a relationship between whether I was using the mobile phone or the land-line telephone.  

I remembered what I had learnt at my vocational college about the dangers of the digital pulsing.  

I banned my digital phone from the car and I replaced it with an analogue C Network (451-465 MHz) telephone.  And, things did indeed improve within the shortest time. It was again possible to telephone without concentration disturbances.

But then the 451-465 MHz Network (C-Network) was turned off.  As a consequence, mobile calls became impossible for me and at the same time the radiation exposure increased in my professional environment.  I developed problems when someone telephoned using a mobile telephone within a radius of 100 metres. 

My body responded with visual disturbances, and severe headaches, in addition there were severe blackouts of the entire nervous system. It often took two weeks before I recovered.  I had to avoid gatherings of people.  A ringing mobile was enough to make me ill for 2 or three weeks – with the corresponding loss of income.

Continuing at the firm as before was not an option.

I had to dismiss my employees with a heavy heart.  For myself, only fleeing from the town has helped.  Since then, I have been living in a caravan and each night I search, using my measuring instrument, for safe places where I can sleep peacefully.

In 2001, I had a total collapse, however, the doctors were unable to help me.  

In 2003, I first visited an environmental medicine doctor. 

Her diagnosis read E-Smog exposure. 

Since 2004, I have treated by a doctor of environmental medicine.  

In the meantime, I can only live in areas free of wireless communications.  

I am working now as before as a telecommunications business advisor.

And, I sleep wherever my measuring equipment shows a tolerable microwave exposure level.  At night, I sleep inside a net material containing metallic threads that protect me against the radiation. 

A new kind of radiation protection suit will shortly go into production. I shall immediately buy one for myself.  I hope that, with the help of this suit, I will again be able to drive along the motorway without having to break off the journey because of concentration disturbances, visual disturbances and circulatory collapse, and I hope to again to be able to travel by plane.

If the suit delivers what it promises, I will organize journeys for electro-sensitive people to still unpolluted parts of this world. Because here in Germany there are hardly any areas that are free from mobile telephony exposure in which electro-sensitive people are able to work and live or even only to recover.

On my travels, I have found the Lochmühle in the Kriebenthal near Mittweida. 

The radiation there is very low. There, it is difficult to get a mobile signal -, for electro-sensitive people this is a good sign. 

I was in negotiation with the local authorities and the mobile telephony operators to keep this area as a safe haven for the recovery and regeneration of electro-sensitive people. The local authority was very enthusiastic about the project. The mayor and culture officer supported it, only the mobile phone operators opposed it. They fear that such an example could set a precedent.

As it happens, a mobile mast will now go up within 40 meters from my chosen site in the near future. Incidentally, together with many other victims, I am taking he phone operators to court for grievous bodily harm. Anyone affected by the harmful effects of this technology should do the same. The more people make a complaint before the law, the better it will be.  Information about this lawsuit can be obtained from the Bamberger Doctors’ Initiative

CaseStudy 4:

Frau Susanne S.

46 years.

Her tale of woe began in 1996 with a change of workplace from Hamburg to Höhenberg (distance from transmitter = 100 metres).  Since then, she has become highly electro-sensitive and can only leave the house in a protective suit. 
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Frau Susanne S. (contd.)

Despite the certificates of several doctors and clear medical findings she is officially judged as psychiatrically ill.

I am employed by the German Weather Service. Due to reorganisation, a new work place was offered to me. In September 1996, I moved from Hamburg to Hohenpeißenberg, together with my monitoring equipment that measures chemicals in the air. 

My new workplace was situated 100 metres from the transmitter. The first thing that happened was that the technical equipment stopped working, in Hamburg it had still been working splendidly.  From the winter of 1996, thus barely three months later, I started to go rapidly downhill.  The first symptoms were persistent sinus catarrh of the frontal sinuses and problems with my kidneys, bladder and circulation (severe blood pressure fluctuations).  Treatment conventional medical treatment brought only short-term improvements.  

My blood calcium level dropped rapidly and inexplicably.  I must admit that I suffer from some pre-damage of the thyroid gland and parathyroid gland, however this illness should not normally preclude the control of the calcium level.

In addition there were psychiatric problems. When I was at work, I felt as if I was being controlled from outside, as if in a film.  I stood completely beside myself.  This remarkably strange change in my state of consciousness disappeared however as soon as I remained away from the workplace for some time.  My doctor could make no sense of it.

I had to take increasing number of calcium tablets and high dose vitamin D3, the calcium level often sank to produce tetany (cramp-like disturbance of the motoric system and sensitivity  as a sign if an over-stimulation of nerves and muscles).  An examination at the LMU Műnchen (Munich) also yielded no results.  My amazing calcium deficiency could only be explained there by extreme diarrheoa. 

But, I was not suffering from diarrheoa! As I had reached the maximum oral dose of calcium (the human bowel cannot reabsorb more than 3000 mg), increasing intravenous administration of calcium became necessary. 

Because of the need to explain my condition they began brand me as a ‘psychiatric case’, they spoke of ‘vegetative disturbances’….

I received psychotherapy, neuroleptics, and anti-depressive drugs. For the time being, I should go for a ‘cure- treatment’ (Kur} at Bad Reichenhall Clinic. 

Based on the advice from acquaintances and my own research, I suspected E- Smog damage.  Of course, I shared this suspicion with the doctors but they did not listen.  I became increasingly worse during the cure. My blood pressure went berserk.  The calcium level, previously arduously stabilized, dropped rapidly again. The whole thing was inexplicable. 

After only a few days stay, I had such severe tetany-like symptoms that I had to ring the emergency doctor at the clinic, because the doctor had refused to inject calcium (for fear of the side- effects).  My partner visited me and he took the head consultant to task..

During this discussion we discovered that there was a transmitter (not visible) installed on the clinic roof.. Under these circumstances, I had to terminate the cure-treatment [Kur]. From this moment, it was completely clear to us what the cause of my illness was. 

This was at the end of January 2003.  The ‘cure therapy’ [Kur] was terminated and I went into therapy with a doctor, who specialized in environmental medicine, in Munich.

  Following this disaster, it took over four months before my calcium level normalized again, I developed on-going tetany attacks and I had to be continually treated with infusions.  The cure-clinic report diagnosed anxiety and panic attacks. 

I had been treated using all the available orthodox treatments and all of them were unsuccessful.

On top of that, there I was being pressurized by my employer to resign my position. 

They were unable to understand the need to terminate the cure therapy. 

An electrical-electronics and geo-biology technician carried out relevant measurements at my workplace.  My melatonin and other parameters, which are significant for electrosensitivity, were measured and evaluated.  The results caused my doctor and environmental doctor to write out an appropriate certificate, that states quite clearly ‘electrosensitivity’. 

The individual values are: melatonin 9.0 pg/ml in urine, serotonin at 67.0yg/ (normal values 120-380yg/l).

My employer refused to allow me to work from home and also refused to provide a radiation protection suit.  Their argument: the levels were within the legal maximum guidelines.  

They would have preferred to retire me with a psychiatric diagnosis, but I have successfully fought against this up to now.  I was immediately classified as severely disabled at the Social Security Office.  Just before that, my partner has bought me a protective suit that shields against mobile telecommunications radiation.  

Finally, some relief

This was really first time for years that I was better and I enjoy it very much. It is now again possible to travel by car to attend my treatment appointments in Munich. There, I regularly receive glutathione and 

alpha-lipoic acid by infusion.  This therapy has proved itself with

E-Smog damaged people. However, in order to enter my workplace, I need a protection suit which also keeps out USF waves. Such a suit is beyond my financial means. 

On quiet days, I go with my partner to a mountain hut that is off the beaten track, I do not need my protective suit there.  I enjoy greatly being able to stay there in the peace and quiet and to be free of the health problems that are caused by mobile telephony radiation.

Several doctors have written certificates and clearly stated that Frau S. is electrosensitive. 

It is an illness pattern that is recognized by the World Health Organisation and from which, according to the WHO, 5% of the population suffer.  However, despite the clear certificates from three doctors the employer was not prepared to take appropriate action.

Frau S. was not permitted to work from home, which would not have been a problem, the remaining colleagues of the German Weather Service are being further exposed, in an irresponsible manner and completely unnecessarily, to the health dangers of radiation, and this is being done despite the relevant scientific research findings that were detailed, explained and cited (research by Prof Salford, Lund: Prof Schirmacher Muenster etc.).

The doctor of general medicine, Dr Scheike from Hohenpeissenberg (Frau S’s GP) confirms in his certificate that “the laboratory tests show unequivocally that there is a temporal and causal relationship between the exposure and the results, just as the controls measurements taken when the patient was away from the radiation for a long period in a low radiation environment lead to normalization and stabilization of measured levels”.

The specialist Dr Wolfgang Laubert, Oberammergau, who often treated the patient as a medical emergency wrote in his last certificate to the medical insurance company [Krankenkasse:]

“As has been repeatedly been shown in the past, in the case of Frau S., the severe imbalances of her electrolyte balance, which are life threatening and require emergency medical treatment, are caused by high frequency radiation.“

Dr Laubert also severely criticized in this report the common practice of authorities and medical insurance companies [Krankenkassen]. “This branding of a patient as a ‘psychiatric case’, by those who are responsible for  making the diagnosis, indicates to me a failure to accept responsibility and it is an admission of their own inability to correctly assess a situation and to take appropriate action.

It seems to work according to the principle: If I am not in the position to assess the situation correctly and take appropriate action, the treatment has to be psychotherapy.

The ignorance or reluctance to acknowledge the existing facts is an absolute disgrace, because it clearly demonstrates (a lack of independent thinking) and a total dependence on the prevailing system.”

The last sentence really hits the nail on its head when it comes to describing the German state of mind with regards to mobile telecommunications.

Authorities and health insurances have allowed themselves to be turned into the puppets of the mighty telecommunications corporations.

Science and rationality are being sacrificed for the benefit of authoritarian power and interest groups. What an intolerable situation!
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
