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The Parliament of Brussels adopted with a very vast majority a proposal of ordinance relating to the environmental protection against the effects caused by the electromagnetic radiation. 
L ' impact possible of antennas GSM on health is clearly in the collimator of the deputies of Brussels.

According to authors' of the proposal, the device of Brussels called to come two years into effect imposes a standard 47 times more constraining than what was allowed up to now at the federal level.
It applies to a field of frequency 3.000 times wider. 
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The new ordinance envisages an environmental standard which stipulates that never in the environment, more 3V/m (for a frequency of reference of 900 MHz and for all that is emitted between 0,1 MHz and 300 GHz) could not be exceeded. 

The standard of health of federal authorizes an electromagnetic radiation of 20,6 V/m for a frequency of reference of 900 MHz.

From here the entry into force of the device, it will return to the government of Brussels to define, theoretically by way of decree, the sanction and methods of assessment in the event of nonrespect of the standard.

Hertzian Land register: From here the entry into force of the device, the Government Of Brussels will define the sanction and methods of assessment in the event of nonrespect of the standard. In this context, the Bruxellois executive will have to update and make public a Hertzien land register of the data technical of the antennas whose contents must make it possible to determine the density of power in the zones accessible to the public. Consultable by all, this new land register (Hertzian) should allow all one each one to check qu’it is the extent of the radiation in its immediate environment.

Sanctions : The text approved Friday envisages sanctions in the forms of fines going from 100 to 15.000 euros, even with a prison sentence eight day old to two years, as well as the possibility for the judge of making carry out the withdrawal of a transmitter.
3 V/m being the maximum peak value of all the confused sources of 0,1 MHz with 300 GHz.

According to Domenica Braeckman (Ecologist), the IBPT had estimated two years ago, to some 8 % of the total, the number of antennas not respecting the standard that Brussels is on the point of imposing.

The Higher Council of the Hygiene of Belgium : In this debate, the HSC pointed out that: 
"the ordinance could evolve/move according to the scientific control of the impact on the health of nonionizing radiations", on the subject of which many questions still currently remain unanswered.
