





Conclusions

Recommendations





1.  Comprehensive monitoring and recording of background radiation


in a geostatic pattern of vital locations particularly in the areas of density of factory


livestock production and of high density human population.





2.  Implement the World Health Organization (W.H.O.) 'Precautionary Principle'


as a National Standard for any further adventures in electromagnetic applications.





3.  Ensure general public access to radiation information.
